Instructions for the 2020 application

Bearing Witness™ is a program for Catholic-school educators and administrators, sponsored by the Anti-Defamation League and the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, in cooperation with the National Catholic Educational Association (NCEA), the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) and the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum.  Bearing Witness™ is a recipient of NCEA’s 2000 SPICE (Selected Programs for Improving Catholic Education) award.

Expenses will be underwritten by various local Catholic and Jewish foundations.  Applicants selected to participate are responsible for ground transportation to and from the Daylesford Abbey conference site in Paoli, PA, and for a discounted registration fee of $100 payable upon acceptance into the program.  Registration fees will increase to $125 on April 30, 2020

Before you begin work on the application, please read the Conditions for Eligibility & Program Expectations below.

Conditions for Eligibility

Catholic-school teachers of social studies, English, religion, or fine arts in 6th – 12th grades, are encouraged to apply for the Bearing Witness ™ program.  Teachers in other subject areas will be considered but must demonstrate how they will bring program content back to their schools.  Administrators are also most welcome to apply.

Participants are expected to:

· Attend a four-day Summer Institute and reside with the participant group at Daylesford Abbey in suburban Philadelphia from July 20 – 23, 2020. 

· Please note that there is evening programming on all three nights—July 20, 21 & 22

· The residential requirement may be waived in particular situations on a case-by-case basis with advanced notice, but the evening programming is integral to the overall program and cannot be waived

· Participate in two follow-up workshops that will be scheduled during the 2020 - 2021 school year in the Philadelphia area.  (Participation to be waived in particular situations on a case-by-case basis)
· Commit to integrating the information learned during the program in their classrooms or schools.  
· A certificate with suggested hours of professional development credit will be provided to all participants who complete the program.  Credit will be offered for the Archdiocese of Philadelphia (Act 48) and the Diocese of Wilmington (CEUs), teachers from other Dioceses should check with their Schools’ Office to determine how/if credit will be given for the program.
