implementation of afterschool offerings that may include but not limited to- instrumental lessons and
other musical ensembles.

e Assist with the school musical and other seasonal performances/plays.

e Plan and prepare lessons for sections of music that may span grades Early Childhood-8.

e Maintain a positive educational environment for all students.

e Communicate with parents to discuss student progress and areas of growth.
